Required Finance Course for all Business (including Finance) Majors:
FIL 240 BUSINESS FINANCE 3 credits
Prerequisite: Junior standing, MS Office competency recommended; Statistics, Accounting I and II, Economics, Finite Mathematics or Calculus required 

Principles and problems of planning and managing assets of business. Formulation, acquisition and utilization of funds and capital structure examined.

Additional Required Finance Courses for all Finance Majors:

FIL 241 FINANCIAL MARKETS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with grade of C or better required; Business majors only. Formerly numbered as FIL 218.

Participants, structure and functions of the major domestic and international financial markets
FIL 242 INVESTMENTS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with grade of C or better required; Business majors only. 

A survey of investment media, concepts, and techniques to provide an understanding of the investment process in the economic and financial environment.
FIL 341 INTERMEDIATE BUSINESS FINANCE 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with a grade of C or better required; FIL 218 or 241 or concurrent registraiton required. Business  majors only.

Theory and practice of capital management. Topics include evaluation of risks, determination of capital structures, measures of costs and returns, allocation of capital, financial planning and models, and a survey of working capital issues.
FIL 349 ADVANCED FINANCIAL THEORY AND PROBLEMS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 341 with a grade of C or better and additional 6 credits of Finance course work required. Finance majors only. 

An advanced coverage of financial theory and its applications to cases and problems; modeling and simulation.

Elective Finance Courses for Finance Majors:

FIL 246 CORPORATE FINANCIAL STATEMENT ANALYSIS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with a grade of C or better required. Business  majors only.

Financial statement analysis and interpretation from the managers’, investors’, and creditors’ perspectives. Proforma statements, heavy emphasis on spreadsheet use.
FIL 250 INTRODUCTION TO RISK AND INSURANCE 3 credits
Prerequisite:  Junior standing required.

Fundamental issues of risk management and insurance in property, liability, life and health areas. Principles of marketing, underwriting, rate making and loss adjusting.
FIL 260 REAL ESTATE PRINCIPLES 3 credits
Prerequisite: Junior standing; FIL 240 with C or better required. Business majors only.

Principles of real estate, including legal aspects of real estate, appraisal, investment, mortgage financing, home-ownership, and brokerage industry functions.
FIL 318 MANAGEMENT OF FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 and 218 or 241 required  with a grade of C or better. Business  majors only.

Financial institutions as business firms, with emphasis on depository institutions: industry structure, regulation, asset and liability management strategies.
FIL 340 SHORT-TERM FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with a grade of C or better required; FIL 218 or241 or concurrent registration required. Business majors only.

Analysis of working capital management; cash budgeting; financial analysis and planning; short-term financing decisions.
FIL 343 SECURITY ANALYSIS AND PORTFOLIO MANAGEMENT 3credits
Prerequisite: FIL 242 with a grade of C or better required. Business majors only.

Characteristics of financial assets and markets; evaluation of securities; selecting and combining securities into portfolios; portfolio models and measurement of portfolio performance.
FIL 344 INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 240 with a grade of C or better required. Business majors only.

Financial management of multinational corporations, including balance of payments, foreign exchange markets and international money and capital markets.
FIL 347 FINANCIAL FUTURES, OPTIONS AND SWAPS 3 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 242 with a grade of C or better or consent of department chair

required. Business majors only.
Evaluate financial futures, options and swap instruments and market characteristics; analyze pricing models, hedging and trading strategies, portfolio insurance; trading techniques.
FIL 350 PROPERTY INSURANCE 3 credits
Prerequisite:  FIL 250 with a grade of C or better required.

Identify and measure property direct and indirect loss exposures and insurance coverages used to transfer such exposures.
FIL 360 REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT AND FINANCE 3 credits
Prerequisite:  FIL 260 with a grade of C or better required. Business majors only.
Decision-making analysis in real estate investment and financing. Emphasis on financial leverage, cash-flow analysis, taxation, risk, mortgages.
FIL 370 EDUCATIONAL INVESTMENT FUND 4 credits
Prerequisite: FIL 242 and consent of  dept chair required.

Management of real-money investment funds. Application of investment theory to an actual portfolio, including development and presentation of recommendations to board of

investment professionals.
FIL 381 SEMINAR IN FINANCE 1-4 credits
Prerequisite: Consent of department chair required. May repeat with consent of department chair.

Selected topics in finance. Topics may include new developments in the field as they relate to business people and industry.
FIL 382 SEMINAR IN INSURANCE 1-4 credits
Prerequisite: Consent of department chair required. May repeat with consent of department chair.

Selected topics in Insurance. Topics may include new developments in the field as they relate to business, industry, and consumers.
FIL 398 PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE: FINANCE INTERNSHIP  1-6 credits
Prerequisite: Senior standing; 3.00 overall GPA or consent of department chair required. Usually no more than 3 hour of credit awarded for 1-semester work assignment.

Directed projects or administrative experience related to the student’s career interests, arranged through the department coordinator and completed under the supervision of a business professional.

In addition, finance majors may take other courses as electives in accounting, economics, insurance, and other disciplines with the permission of their advisor.
