Those interested in the intern position must be American citizens and be currently enrolled in a college or university. International Trade Interns should be able to communicate in a professional environment and willing to learn. Applicants majoring in a business-related curriculum or international affairs are encouraged to apply.  Seeking self starter with excellent writing and communications skills.  Part-time and full-time intern applications accepted. Internship is unpaid.  Foreign students may serve as interns if they have been Naturalized prior to their start date.  A copy of the Naturalization certificate should be included with the package sent to CASC.

All Business Majors, Economics, Political Science, Public Policy & Administration, Law, International Relations, Marketing, Foreign Language, Communications, Sociology, Geography and History.

Daily Job Activities
International Trade Interns become involved in the daily operational aspects of managing a high activity office. Interns support trade specialists with development of trade seminars, presentations and other projects, as well as assist walk-in visitors, handle telephone calls, light clerical and administrative support duties.
